Introduction

From my own experience I know how easy it is when you’re in prison to focus on what you don’t have but 

it’s vitally important to remember what you still do have. The power to think, to imagine, to remember 

and to create. Having something to do is probably more important on the inside than it is on the outside 

as is a sense of challenge and achievement and so writing and art-making can make a massive difference 
to how you deal with being in prison. It certainly made a huge difference to me. Overleaf are a writing 
and a drawing task that require you to travel in your imagination. Give them a try. You might surprise 

yourself by what you can achieve.

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Drawing Task

You’ve probably seen the type of old movie that I’m thinking about. The crew of some kind of ship or 

plane find themselves stranded on a deserted island. They start building huts and looking for food and 
water but sooner or later it happens - they run in to a vicious fifteen foot tall bird or a huge crab appears 
over a sand dune. Sometimes the creature is a strange cross between two or three animals. For this task 
imagine you’ve been commissioned to create a creature like this for a film company.
 

Work from your imagination but you can use any pictures of animals that you might have as a reference. 

So you might see a picture of a dog and a picture of a bird and decide to combine the two. A bird with a 
ferocious dog’s head or a dog with wings and a beak? Maybe you’ll decide to give your creature a human 

body but instead of legs you make it part snake. The possibilities are endless so try not to limit yourself. 

Begin by doing a few rough sketches. You might even end up combining elements of these sketches to 

arrive at a different creature entirely. Use any medium you like; colour or black and white. If you want 
to develop it further, add a background to give your creature a habitat.

Writing Task

You don’t need to be a Shakespeare to write a play. For this task you are the playwright! Start by trying 
to imagine a conversation between two or three characters. Just by putting words into their mouths you 

are basically creating a play. It’s all about using two things; your imagination and your sense of humour. 
The basic plot is this... A tiny, imaginary country has decided that they need a King or a Queen so they 
are interviewing candidates. 

As this isn’t a situation that could occur in real life there are no rules here. Don’t be restricted by thinking 

that this play has to be serious or even sensible. You are aiming for humour. Silliness is fine here. Weirdness 
is recommended.

 

Begin by setting the scene so that the reader can create a mental picture. Describe the interview room. 

Is it a modern office or a room in a castle or the living room of a small cottage with tea being served 
from a china teapot? Then describe those doing the interviews, what is their job, what do they look like, 

how do they speak? Remember, you are simply creating a picture in the mind of the reader. You are setting 

the scene.

 

Next you need to think of what questions might be asked. To do this consider the kind of things that 

might be asked at a real interview and add a twist of strangeness. For example: 

Prime Minister - Could you tell us all what experience you have of being a King? 

Interviewee - Err, well none actually but I’m quite good at telling people what to do though. 

Let your imagination run with this. As your day goes on you might hear snippets of conversation that 
might give you an idea or you might see something on TV that you can adapt. To help the reader picture 

the scene occasionally add stage directions describing the characters movements and reactions between 

the dialogue. Be as silly and as creative as you can and enjoy creating your imaginary world!
